The Commission for Equality and 
Human Rights has started a project 
collecting the views of disabled people 
who might have been treated badly 
(called harassment).  

The Commission thinks that disabled 
people get a lot of harassment but do 
not say very much about it. They think 
disabled people are often scared and 
try and find ways to make sure they 
are not harassed, even if they have not 
been harassed before.
